
Our flyers, calls and emails moved the State to approve the 
extension of the Bike Path from the front of Parking 
Lot 5 to the Beach. Yey! The first change in 20 years!

But that’s still only 7/10 of a mile (and, at a cost of 
over $1 million) – but 13 miles less than what was 
promised, approved and funded over 10 years ago. 

The “Bike Path” from Jone’s Beach to Fire Island still hasn’t 
been completed. We must continue to apply extreme pressure 
now to get the new and safe bike path that we were promised – 
for fun and safe exercise for cyclists, families and everyone!
